After School Clubs

We are pleased to invite interest in our after school clubs, initially from our Year 1 and Year 2 children, which
will be led by a qualified instructor.

The classes will run half-termly, starting week commencing 15 September 2025 and finishing week commencing
13 October 2025. Each class will run from the end of the school day to 4.15 pm. (There will be no clubs held
during the last week of this half term) The clubs available are:

There is a charge of £2.50 per session with the total cost payable through ParentPay online. You will need to
give consent on ParentPay also.

Please note that it will not be possible to offer refunds if children are withdrawn from clubs once these have
started.
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PE Lessons

For children in Key Stage 1 PE sessions will take place on the same day that they have their Forest School session,
however these will alternate each week to allow maximum time for each activity. On their allocated day all
children should wear appropriate clothes for PE to school. This should be a plain t-shirt and shorts or leggings or a
tracksuit depending on the weather. They should also wear trainers or pumps. They may also take partin
additional PE sessions with our Legacy Sport Coaches and Mr Gadd throughout the week. Teachers will contact you
if there are any additional sessions each week.

Forest School

On their allocated day each class will take part in Forest School activities for part of the
morning or afternoon alongside other curriculum activities. Children in all year groups
should bring their forest school clothes with them in a clearly labelled bag and staff in
school will support them in getting changed ready for their Forest School session.

For children in Reception, sessions will take place in the morning and they should be dropped off for registration
at their usual classroom.

For children in Year 1 and Year 2, sessions will take place after lunch and children should be collected from their
classrooms at the end of the school day.

Forest School activities will take place in all weathers, all year round. There is no such thing as bad weather, only
bad kit.

Parents and carers are asked to supply their children with adequate kit for their timetabled Forest School session
each week. Clothes should be old as children will get wet, muddy and clothing may get damaged!

We kindly ask that the following kit is provided so your child will be comfortable during Forest School activities:
Waterproof coat

Long sleeved top and long trousers (water proof if possible)

Warm, thick socks

Waterproof footwear (wellies or walking boots)

Sun hat in summer. Sun cream on sunny days applied

Hat, gloves, scarf in winter

Layers of thinner clothing are better than thick, chunky clothes. Layers can be removed if the weather improves.

Please send your child to school with appropriate Forest School clothing on their timetabled day each week.
They do not need to wear school uniform on these days. During wet weather (and where the ground may be wet)
please bring a change of clothes.
